HUM 3GS: Renaissance, Reformation, and Early Modern Europe

Course Description

In HUM 3GS, we move from the classical and medieval worlds into the Early Modern
Period. During this period, we see the impact of the shock encounter between the cultures and
civilizations of Europe and those of the Americas along with the development of new ideas and
traditions that become foundational in Western societies. Through the course, we will explore the
impact of this encounter between Europe and America as well as the origins of many ideas and
beliefs that still shape our world today.

We will also use our time in the city of Santiago to explore the impact the European
colonization on the development of Latin American culture as well as some of the ways that the
civilizations and cultures of the Americas helped to shape the developments of the Renaissance,
Reformation, and Scientific Revolution in Europe. In doing so, HUM 3GS will also allow students
to see both the development of Latin America and the broader Early Modern World in a different
light.
